Each competitor to do a minimum of 1 (one) run in the morning in order to qualify for main Eliminations. Following open qualifying in the morning, each competitor that qualifies to take part in eliminations will be  dialed-in a time  within 1% quicker than his quickest qualifying run.  No records will be awarded on the day and therefore no ‘dial-in on the record’ with break-out / re-dial will be accepted.  Competitors must take note of minimum and maximum dial-in times for each category.
Handicap racing works on the basis whereby 2 vehicles running different Elapsed Times (ET) are able to race against each other making use of a time delay (handicap). For example if one car is dialled-in @ 12,5 seconds and the other 13,7 seconds, the car with the slower dial-in time will get a 1.2 sec headstart (13.7 – 12.5 = 1.2 seconds)
